The following are the regulations for admission of students into Nurse Practitioner in Midwifery course

in Colleges affiliated to KNR University of Health Sciences for the academic session 2024-25.

2. Number of Seats:
The number of seats available for admission into Nurse Practitioner in Midwifery Course for the
academic year 2024-25 shall be notified before counselling on KNRUHS website.

3 .ELIGIBILITY:

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR COMPETENT AUTHORITY QUOTA:

(as per G.O. Ms. No. 150 HM&FW(C1) Dept., dated 28-10-2024 for PG Nursing courses)
Nationality & Domicile:

The Candidate for admission into Post Basic Diploma in Midwifery Nursing course should be
Indian National, Person of Indian Origin/Overseas Citizen of India card holder and shall be a
local candidate:

(i) The seats earmarked as Convenor (Government) Quota, shall be reserved and filled up by
the local candidates from the common merit list of the entrance test.

(i) ‘Local candidate’ means a candidate who has studied in the Educational Institutions in the
state of Telangana as for a period of not less than four (4) consecutive academic years ending
with the academic year in which he appeared or as the case may be first appeared in the

relevant qualifying examination.

The Candidates must satisfy the INC notified eligibility criteria as detailed below:

c) In-service candidates are also eligible for admission and will be receiving
their regular salary. Being a residency program, the other students
undergoing the program will be given salary equivalent to their
counterparts in the respective organization.

NOTE:- The candidate in order to practice mid-wifery during the period of
training has to obtain temporary/transfer registration (RN & RM) in the
respective State where the candidate is enrolled in the NPM Program.

d) All other candidates should be Indian National and should satisfy
Local candidate status as per G.O.Ms. No. 150, HM&FW (C1)
Department, dated 28.10.2024.

Selection of | Selection of candidates shall be based on entrance test score and
candidates Interview score

Physical fitness:- The candidate shall be medically fit.




Entrance Test Centre:-The Entrance Test shall be conducted on 16-3-2025 at a test center in

Hyderabad. The details of the center shall be provided in the Hall-Ticket.

The eligible candidate shall download the hall ticket through online from 12.03.2025 from the
link provided in the website http://knruhs.telangana.gov.in. by entering his/her application
number and date of birth in (DD/MM/YYYY) format.

4. RESERVATIONS:

41.1 15%, 10% and 29% seats are reserved for SC, ST and BC candidates respectively (A-7%,
B-10%, C- 1%, D-7% and E-4%) duly following net groupreservation.

4.1.2 In the event that if any seats reserved for S.T. not being filled up, they will be thrown open
to the candidates belonging to the Scheduled Castes and vice-versa.

41.3 In the event of the candidates from the SC and ST are not being available, these seats
shall be allotted to the candidates under open competition.

414 If qualified candidates belonging to Backward Class of particular group are not available,
the leftover seats can be adjusted for the candidates of next group. If qualified candidates
belonging to Backward Classes are not available to fill up the 29% seats reserved for them,
the left over seats shall be treated as Open Competition seats and shall be filled up with
candidates of GeneralPool.

4.15 From the total seats, 10% of seats are reserved for EWS category candidates.

4.2. CERTIFICATE OFCASTE:

4.2.1 Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Backward Classes candidates shall in support of
their claim, have to furnish a latest caste certificate issued by Competent Authority of
Government of Telangana in the prescribed form appended to the application. If the
certificate is not in the prescribed form the candidate shall not be considered for selection
under the reservedquota.

4.2.2 The Social Status of the candidates who have applied for the seats reserved for Scheduled

4.2.3 EWS category candidates shall submit the latest EWS certificate issued by Competent

4.3 RESERVATION IN FAVOUR OF THE LOCALCANDIDATES

4.3.1 All the seats earmarked for convener quota are reserved for candidates as per G.O. Ms. No.
150 HM&FW (C1) Dept., Dt: 28.10.2024, local candidate is defined as a candidate who has
studied in the Educational institutions in the state of Telangana for a period of not less than
four (4) consecutive academic years ending with the academic year in which he appeared or
the case may be first appeared in the relevant qualifying examination.

4.4 LOCAL CANDIDATES:

4.4.1 A Candidate for admission shall be regarded as local candidate in relation to a local area, if
he studied in the Educational Institutions in the state of Telangana for a period of not
less than four(4) consecutive academic years ending with the academic year in which
he appeared or as the case may be first appeared in the relevant qualifying
examination.
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4.5 The applicant who claims to be local candidate shall produce in the form of study
certificate/certificates issued by the Head of the Educational Institution / Institutions
concerned indicating the details of the year or years in which the candidate has studied in
educational institution in such local area for a period of not less than 4 consecutive
academic years ending with the academic year in which he/she appeared or as the case
may be first

9 UNFAIR MEANS IN THE ENTRANCE TEST:

9.1.1. Hall Ticket is not transferable. Hall Ticket should not be tampered.

9.1.2. A person should not Impersonate a candidate.

9.1.3. Except Hall Ticket & Photo ID, candidate should not possess any Pen, Pencil, Papers, Books
or Notes or Written notes or any type of Electronic gadgets like Pagers, Cell Phones,
Computers, Calculators, Bluetooth etc., on her/his clothes, body or table or chair, in to the
examination Hall /Centre.

9.1.4. Candidate should not talk to another candidate or person inside or outside the examination hall
without permission of the invigilating staff.

19. POWERS OF THE HEAD OF THEINSTITUTION:

19.1 Not withstanding anything contained in these regulations, the Head of the Institution may, at any
time either suo-moto or on an application made by any person, after due and proper enquiry, if
he/she is satisfied that the candidate has furnished incorrect information or enclosed false
certificates or fraudulently obtained admission, may, for the reasons to be recorded in writing, by
order, cancel her admission, provided that no such admission shall be cancelled without giving
a reasonable opportunity for showing cause as to why her/his admission should not be
cancelled.

19.2 Against any such order of the Head of the Institution an appeal shall be with the Registrar,
KNR University of Health Sciences, Telangana, Warangal.
